Answer to Your Question 
Q:What is a Building Fund (BF) member? 

A: Just about every shul in the neighborhood has a 
suggested Building Fund, an amount that 
members contribute to "partner" in the 
building of the Kehilla. BF members are 
entitled to a Makom Kavua in the Beis 
Medrash, as well as very significant 
discounts on rentals of Ulam Shabsai. 

These rights are valid for as long as the BF member 
remains a member in good standing (at the Full or 
Associate level).  

BTYA's $2000 fund (on the lower side in the 
neighborhood) can be paid in amounts as little as 50 
NIS/month, but it does require a commitment. For more 
details, contact Shmuel Bisk, Moshe Lichtenstein, or 
Benjamin Fishman.
